Job qualifications and descriptions
Candidates hold a PhD in econometrics, quantitative economics or statistics and must show a strong research potential. They have a major interest in time series econometrics: theory, methods and applications in economics and finance. At the lecturer level, we expect candidates to have published in international journals. At the senior lecturer level, we expect a strong publication record in econometrics. Candidates are expected to contribute to the research agenda of our group. The teaching load mainly consists of statistics and mathematics tutorials for the Bachelor programs in Economics and Business Administration. The load also consists of a course in the Bachelor or Master programs in Econometrics. We welcome applicants with an excellent teaching record and with an interest to work with first and second year undergraduate students that do not necessarily have a strong background in mathematics. Most courses in the Bachelor programs are taught in Dutch and therefore applicants should be willing to take Dutch language courses. The courses in the Master programs are in English.
